"2018 MEXICO/UNITED STATES TEACHER EXCHANGE PROGRAM™

The Federal Government of the United States of Mexico, through the Department of
Education and the Department of Foreign Affairs, in coordination with the Binational Migrant
Education Program Mexico-United States (PROBEM), based on Addendum X of the
Memorandum of Understanding on Education between the governments of the United States
of Mexico and the United States; invites state educational authorities of Mexico and
Local/State Educational Agencies and departments, and community-based organizations in the
United States to submit nominations for teachers to participate in the "2018 Binational
Teachers Exchange Program”, PROBEM, referenced now as the “PROGRAM?”, in which Mexican
teachers will travel to participating locations in the United States to partake in an education
experience lasting from three to eight weeks during the summer school calendar.

Under a reciprocity agreement, US teachers will visit schools during one or two weeks and their
assigned location will be decided by a team of state representatives who participated in the
exchange program and sent teachers to the United States.

Objectives

- To contribute and enhance knowledge of history, culture, values and national traditions
in students of Mexican origin living in the United States, and to strengthen their national
identity while improving their quality of education.

- To foster ongoing communication between teachers in the US and Mexico’s teachers in
order to share experiences in the educational setting in order to increase knowledge of
teaching & instruction within primary and secondary education.

- Contribute to the improvement of educational services provided to Mexican and/ or
students of Mexican origin living in both countries.

1 To provide and receive support of administrators, teachers, parents and students,
through the Teacher Exchange Program and PROBEM teachers, to help improve
the educational services offered to Mexican and Mexican-American students in the
United States.

PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS
Requirements for Candidacy
Mexican Candidates

Must be a Mexican citizen; have a valid passport by December 31, 2018 and no criminal
record in Mexico or the United States.

Have bachelor's degree in education with specialization in preschool, elementary,
middle, upper middle, indigenous, special pedagogical area or a Normal School, Normal
School Superior, National Pedagogical University or equivalent education in another
institution of higher education in the national education system.

Must be a teacher in education: preschool, elementary, middle, upper middle,
indigenous, special and/or teachers of the, "National Basic English Education Program,
provided they meet the experience requirement, have a bachelor degree in
education, and have a full time teaching position at a base school.

Provide evidence of a minimum B1llevel English Proficiency in all four-communication
domains, or a level 12 in a CENNI certificate. Teachers of indigenous languages
may waive the requirement for English proficiency if they are selected to fill a
preselected profile where a native language is a requirement.

Minimum experience of three years as a lead teacher and experience in the areas of
design and implementation of educational projects and teacher made materials.

Availability to leave the country from three to eight weeks during the summer months
or during the school year.

Note: Teachers who are enrolled in the process of Professional Teacher Program are
eligible to participate as long as their schedule of exams does not interfere with
participation dates established in this request to participate proposal.

1.2 US Candidates

- Be a US citizen or Mexican resident, have a valid passport and no criminal record in
Mexico or the United States.

- Have experience in basic education in the United States.
- Have a basic knowledge of the Spanish language.

« The participant must have a minimum of three years' experience as a lead teacher in a
classroom setting as well as experience designing projects and educational materials.

- Availability to leave the country for at least one week during the school year or in the
summer time.

Note: Teachers (Mexico and US) will travel alone, under no circumstances will it be allowed to
have a third party person/group outside of the "2018 Teacher Exchange Program Mexico-
United States", travel with or accompany participants during the activities of the program.

3 Procedure

3.2.1 Phase 1: Mexican Teacher Visiting the United States

the Mexican Federal Entities; Exchange Commission of the Mexican Council of PROBEM
numerically assigns spaces available, considering the principle of equity in accordance
with established agreements within the framework of the Binational Meeting of PROBEM,
